Tiger Basketball Disciplinary Code 2017-2018

The consequence will fit the crime.

DETRIMENTAL BEHAVIOR POLICY: 

Players, who in the Coaches’ judgment, have done something that brings embarrassment or humiliation to the Tiger Basketball Program (cursing, fighting, etc.) will be subject to consequences.  This also includes any social media violation deemed detrimental to the program by the coaching staff.  The coaching staff will determine the punishment based on the nature of the infraction.

ABSENCES:
Varsity absences must be called into the Basketball Office at 512-858-3208. 
JV Absences must be called into Coach Crain at 512-858-3157
9th Grade absences must be called in to Coach Vittrup at 512-858-3164

Calling in to miss the athletic period or practice must be done prior to the start of the athletic period for that day.  In order to teach responsibility, the ATHLETES must be the one to call the coach on their team.  Failure to call will result in the following:
1st Offense: Warning
2nd Offense: Removal from an entire game.  3 days of extra conditioning.
3rd Offense: 2 game suspension.  5 days of extra conditioning.
4th Offense: Suspended for remainder of season.
